Dear Commissioners,

On November 5, 2015, the Huron County Prosecuting Attorney’s office issued an opinion regarding farm rent for the
property at the airport. They not only recommended the monies be forwarded to the Airport Authority but that the
process be changed so future rent monies are directly deposited with the airport. The current Airport Authority has
worked diligently to bring much needed improvements to the facility, including the FAA grant for the runway, repair
relationships destroyed by years of bickering and to turn the facility into a viable, contributing part of the county. We
have done this without asking for money or special considerations, we’ve asked only your verbal support as co-sponsors.

However, considering we are not part of any funding plans on the part of the Commissioners, we feel it is only fair and

right for the farm rents collected but not disbursed to the airport now be turned over to the authority in full so that we
may continue to secure needed services, supplies, maintenance and grants. We also ask the recommended change of

directing all future farm rents be made so as to avoid any lag time with future funds.

We appreciate that the Commissioners were good stewards of the funds, withholding them until such a time as you
could be sure they would be used in an appropriate manner. Our efforts over the past year to bring a positive
atmosphere to the airport, be good neighbors and make the best decisions possible for the overall good of the county
should be a positive indication to you and we respectfully request you follow the recommendations of the PA’s office.
